Occult Practices

Whatever contact I may have sought with spirits—either the human dead or
with guiding spirits-I confess and renounce this as trafficking with demons and contrary to
the commands of God. Any advantage I may have gained through such, I renounce and
forsake. If I have listened to mediums or channelers, I reject this practice as rebellion
against God, the Creator. If I have gained any advantage through such, I refuse to use it or
continue in it. Whatever involvement I have had with witchcraft or Satanism I confess as
wretched sin. I renounce any sacrifice, any dedication, any ceremonies linking me to the
gods that such people serve. I ask You, True and Living God, to cleanse and free me from
such connections and control. I declare myself free from these. Thank You, my Heavenly
Father, that You are sufficient for me. I cast all my cares upon You and trust You for all my
needs admitting that I do not have the wisdom or the power to stand on my own. Instead of
seeking to overcome my limitations by resorting to sinful practices, I will turn to You with all
my weaknesses for all my needs. I will trust You and You alone. Thank you for forgiveness
and for removing this ground from the enemy. Amen.
